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In Science, we will study plants, learning about the functions of different parts of a plant, how water is transported, and the life cycle of flowering plants, including pollination and seed dispersal.

This half term, our topic is Who are our European neighbours? Children will learn about different countries in Europe and how they compare to life in the United Kingdom.
We will begin by reading The Boy Who Biked the World, which will inspire children to learn about different countries. They will use maps and atlases to find locations and create fact files with key information. Children will then write diary entries, imagining they are travelling across Europe and describing what they see and experience.
We will also explore On the Move: Poems on Migration by Michael Rosen, using this to talk about movement between countries. Children will share their ideas and write their own poems.
In Geography, children will learn about famous landmarks, rivers, mountains and capital cities across Europe. They will use maps to locate countries and begin to understand how places in Europe are similar to and different from the United Kingdom.
