Dance. Children will create and perform their own dances, developing rhythm, coordination and expression

This half term, we will begin our Literacy unit by writing a mystery sequel to Flotsam by David Wiesner. Children will immerse themselves in the story through drama and role play. In addition, we will explore different types of poetry and write our own poems. Children will also write postcards linked to seaside locations.
In Geography, we will develop our understanding of key vocabulary related to the seaside. Children will learn to describe physical features such as coasts, cliffs and vegetation, as well as human features including ports, harbours and villages. They will also use maps to locate coastal areas and explore life on islands such as Struay.
In History, we will explore how seaside towns have changed over time, from the Victorian era to the present day. Children will learn how aspects such as buildings, beaches and tourism have evolved, and how seaside holidays in the past compare to those today. We will also learn how to stay safe at the beach in preparation for our seaside trip.
