Who were the Tudors?

This term, we will journey back to the Tudor era to uncover how this remarkable period transformed life in England, with a particular focus on our local area. The children will trace key events and developments in Tudor history, discovering how these changes shaped our community over time. By exploring significant local Tudor sites and stories, they will gain a deeper understanding of how national events, such as the reign of Henry VIII and the English Reformation, were reflected in our locality.
In English, our focus texts are, The Eyewitness Guide to All Things Tudor and Treason by Berlie Doherty which will inspire children as they develop their narrative writing skills and craft and write clear, well-structured instructions.
In art, we will explore What makes a portrait ‘great’? .Children will study Tudor portraits, refine their ideas in sketchbooks, and improve their drawing skills using materials like pencil and charcoal to create their own impressive artwork.









Maths
This half term, the focus will be on developing the 4 operations + , - , x and ÷. There will be a focus on learning times tables up to 12 and using Times Table Rockstars.





RE
In RE, the children will focus on the question ‘In what ways are people judged?’. We will
learn about hate crimes, anti-bullying strategies, and Anne Frank’s story during the Holocaust.
